CSW – The Clerk reported that the Speed Gun has broken but he has returned this and obtained a replacement under it’s guarantee.
Further:- from  Mike Hartland

“I am writing because there is one item I cannot seem to progress and that is the provision and erection of "Community Speed Watch " signs. 

It is not a police responsibility and on their advisory note they say it is down to the local authority. 

I realize that having signs is probably not strictly required but the CSW volunteers feel that it gives them more credibility in doing CSW, if motorists have been advised by signage. 

David Jones has suggested temporary signs but I would prefer to see permanent CSW warning signs erected and I would propose that the 4 SIDS on the A530 would be ideal sites.  If not on the SIDS themselves then certainly in their vicinity. 

Can you progress this matter either through the parish council or via Rachel Bailey Cheshire council to see if the signs can be erected”.

Back Coole Lane: the Clerk reported the following received from Andrea Bickerton, Senior Highway Officer,
Cheshire East Highways:-
“I would like to bring to your attention to the problem being experienced at the moment by a large active badger sett. The location is near to Lower House Farm, Back Coole Lane, Newhall, and the carriageway is starting to be undermined.

We have instructed a specialised team of ecologists through Jacobs, our sister company, to monitor, track and assess their movements, to help us reach a decision on how this matter can be best handled, and how to minimise damage and disruption to the highway.

The survey begins this week, the adjacent land owners have been informed and we will receive a written report once the survey is complete. I will let you know the outcome.

 

Meanwhile if you have any concerns regarding this matter, I will try to help resolve them”.

Object to the application, for the following reasons;-
· The current infrastructure of the Parish will not stand further development
· The Parish adjoins other settlements where the increase in dwellings is also large, and this means that both the Schools and the Health Care facilities are already at the point where they cannot take any further development.
· Newhall has seen approx. 88 new houses approved since 2010, which is approx. 25% of the existing dwellings. The Parish Council feel that any more are not sustainable nor applicable in the quota of allocation.
· Local Transport facilities are poor
· The A530 is a very busy and dangerous road, and further development will make this situation worse.
· There is concern over the draining and flooding issues, which are currently experienced in the village, and this will only add to the surface water problems.
· The site is adjacent to the village but there is no safe pedestrian access to Aston – the only way is along the A530 which, as above, is so dangerous, and there are no footpath facilities to allow any potential residents to safely get into the village
It was further commented that the Audlem Ward has a budget of 330 new houses by 2030, 120 have already got permission, and Aston has had enough if it’s quota.
