Planning permission was granted for stable (not the one currently on site) including the area of hard standing ref 10/4145N.  The new owner intends to complete the approved development.

The permission indicated that access would be taken via the adjacent fisheries however, there was no requirement to close of the existing access into the site so there is nothing to prevent that access from being utilised by the new owner.

The entrance walls require planning permission in their current form however, the owner has decided to alter the structure in order that it complies with the limitations set out in the General Permitted Development Order rather than submitting an application retrospectively.  I allowed him up to six weeks to carry out these alteration.  The front elements will be lowered and separated from the elements perpendicular to the main road.  In essence the front elements which front the Highway will not exceed 1m and the remaining element which is not considered to be adjacent to the highway will not exceed 2m in height.
